Dave’s Fishing Report

Vice President—Outings 

Hi Everyone. 

 November and December have been incredibly good at Jenkinson (Sly Park). Been there 5 times in 
the last 3 weeks. Fished with Jeff Nagel, Don Jones, Ed O'Neill on 3 different occasions and have aver-
aged no less than 50 trout per outing, never spending more than 3 1/2 hours at any one outing. Ed and I 
landed around 110 trout last Saturday. Don and I had landed somewhere close to 80 trout the day be-
fore. Size 12 Olive wooly buggers on an intermediate sink line seemed to work the best.  

 I was there on Wed. with 3 fellows from some Sacramento fly club and we landed somewhere in the 
140 fish range before I left after just 2 1/2 hours. They were using a variety of different wooly buggers, 
hare's ears and prince nymphs. So pretty much everything was working.  

 Streams have gotten too cold for surface flies, although I did take 2 trout off the surface fishing 
Rock Creek with Jeff back in November, one brown and one rainbow. Both fish had such a purple hue 
to them that without close inspection you couldn't tell what type of trout they were.  

 I believe Jeff posted a picture of the rainbow on the Hangtown log page. I hate to think that this 
storm may have finished Jenkinson’s great output, but I will be up there as soon as it clears to give it an-
other try, Maybe with Jeff and Don next week.

The Tying Bench 

1– Attach thread just in front 

of the mid point and wrap 

back to the bend 

2– Tie in a deer or moose mane tail as 

long as the body. Trim at the front of 

the thread base. 

3– Tie in elk or deer hair over body 

with the butts pointing toward the eye. 

Trim at the front of the thread base 

4— Wrap the body with floss 

to the front of the thread 

base 

5– Pull the over body forward 

and tie off at the  front of the 

thread base 

6– Tie in a wing of Poly perpendicular 

to the hook with a figure 8 to separate 

and lift the wings 

7–Tie in a grizzly and a brown hackle. 

Wrap behind and in front of the wing. 

Whip finish. 

NOTE— Bob Williams taught this month’s pattern at the November Fly tying Class. Classes are 

held each month at OFF THE HOOK Fly shop in Placerville.  See the shop web site for a schedule 

of dates, times and other information. Classes are taught by knowledgeable instructors, open to 

all skill levels, all materials are provided by the shop and there is no charge. It’s a great way to 

spend a Saturday afternoon.
